The British Border Fancy Canary Club’s Open and Club Show staged at the Marine Hall, Fleetwood attracted a total entry of 715 birds. This was disappointing on last years entry of just over 800 birds. However the quality and standard was outstanding, with many high quality birds not being in the cards.





Best Border was won by Phil Warne with a very nice unflighted green ¾ dark yellow cock, and this was followed by a very strong challenger Barnett & Browns unflighted green variegated buff hen.





The Novice Section, which had a disappointing entry of 135 birds was won by a very high quality unflighted heavily variegated buff cock owned by Peter Goodwin who was also 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 8th & 9th best Novice.





The attendance at the show was as usual quite high with visitors again coming from all parts of England, Scotland, Wales and both Northern and Southern Ireland.
