held at the Marine Hall, Fleetwood on 20th& 21st November 2010

The British Border Fancy Canary Club’s Open and International Show staged at the Marine Hall, Fleetwood attracted a total entry of 1007 birds. This was well up on last years entry of just over 700 birds. It is the first time in over 3 years that we have had an entry of over 1000 birds, lets hope this is the start of things to come. The quality and standard was outstanding, with many high quality birds not being in the cards.

This year it was the International Show which really had a International appeal with exhibitors from North & Southern Ireland sending a large team of birds over. Also there was visitors and Specialist Border Club representatives from Belguim, Holland, Germany, Canada & The U.S.A. 

The International Competition was won by England with 314 points, Scottish Team Total was 152points, The Welsh Team 114 points and The Irish Team 108 points.
Best Border was won by Barwick & Lince with a very nice unflighted green ¾ dark buff hen, and this was followed by a very strong challenger Phil Warne with an  unflighted self green yellow hen.

The Novice Section, was well up on last years entry with 287 birds entered. This  was won by a very high quality unflighted heavily variegated green buff cock owned by Mick Page. Second  best Novice was won by Gordon McGougan with a very nice unflighted self green yellow hen.
The attendance at the show was as usual quite high with visitors again coming from all parts of England, Scotland, Wales and both Northern and Southern Ireland, Europe, Canada and the U.S.A.
Once again, we put a Dinner Dance on at The North Euston Hotel with 114 guest’s enjoying a very good Dinner and social evening.
